Welcome to our Spring edition of Quorum. The NH Bar Foundation
continues to “…envision an effective system providing equal justice
for all, regardless of their financial circumstances.” Your contributions
and involvement allow us to move closer to our vision each year.

During this fiscal year, the Bar Foundation’s IOLTA Program has con-
tinued to exceed projections in income. The growth has allowed the
Bar Foundation to provide additional funding to many of its grantees.
At the end of each quarter, the IOLTA Grants Committee has met to
review the additional amount and to recommend allocations for the
grants. Original grants for our current fiscal year totaled over $1.3
million and with supplemental grants the amount has grown to over
$1.5 million. The growth is attributable to the amount of activity in
the accounts and to the Leadership Banks that have continued paying
2% or above on IOLTA accounts and waiving basic fees.

During the past four years, the Bar Foundation has been involved in
the running of the Campaign for Legal Services to benefit NH Legal
Assistance, the Pro Bono Referral Program and the Legal Advice and
Referral Center. The joint fundraising effort raised more than
$900,000 in gifts and pledges. At the end of May, the Bar Foundation
will hand over this annual campaign to its partners, with NH Legal
Assistance taking on the coordinating role. 

Mark your calendar for the Bar Foundation’s Annual Dinner on
Thursday, May 26 at the Event Center at CR Sparks in Bedford. The
highlight of the evening will be the presentation of the 2005 Robert 
E. Kirby and Frank Rowe Kenison Awards. We are also very excited 
to welcome our guest speaker, Geoffrey B. Shields, President and
Dean of Vermont Law School. We hope you can join us.

Thank you for your continued support and dedication to access to
justice in New Hampshire.
